Quick Guide to postgraduate funding

* Closing date for applications for postgraduate funding is 30th June of the year you want to study (application forms are available from early April from the Education Department – see contacts below)

* A written statement (no more than 750 words) has to be submitted as part of your application outlining why you wish to study the course, the benefits to you and the wider community

* Your first degree has to be a First Class or Upper Second Class Honours degree (2:1) from an approved UK university (in exceptional cases a 2:2 is acceptable)

* You must have been ‘ordinarily’ resident in the Channel Islands, UK or Isle of Man for 3yrs immediately before the start of the course and on the 30th June (this includes any time you may have been studying your undergraduate course)

* The course you are applying for must be:

 Full time for a full academic year

 Studied outside the Bailiwick

 Studied at an approved UK university

* You can only have a maximum of 5yrs of funding from the Education Department (7yrs for medicine and dentistry courses). If you have studied a 3yr undergraduate degree, you can then apply for a further 2 yrs of post graduate funding

* Grants applications are checked for eligibility and then assessed by a panel from the Education Department. The grant award is discretionary and subject to overall financial limits set by the States of Guernsey for postgraduate funding

* Your grant application is means tested on parental income (unless you are an independent student who is 25 plus or at least 20 and has supported yourself for at least 3yrs before the start of the course)

* PGCE teacher training funding can be applied for through the TDA training bursary online at www.tda.gov.uk
